We do not send out weekly maths homework but we encourage
you to use Mathletics at home. All children should have their
Mathletics login by now. Please let your child's class teacher
know if you're not sure.

Practice reading and writing numbers to 10 ensuring that the

numbers are written in the correct orientation. This term we
are beginning with Place Value' through number recognition and
representing humbers in various ways with different objects.
Why not do some baking at home, count how many seconds your
child can brush their teeth for, how many jumps they can do in
30 seconds, count and hame coins, look at door and bus
numbers and other numbers in our everyday environment to
further reinforce these mathematical skills and knowledge?
