Mary Seacole (1805 — 1881) born
in Jamaica in 1805. In 1844, she
helped care for people with
Yellow Fever. She later travelled
to help soldiers injured in the
Crimean War but was turned
away because of the colour of her
skin.

Edith Cavell (1865-1915) a
British nurse, working in
German-occupied Belgium
during the First World War. She
helped hundreds of British,
French and Belgian soldiers
escape the Germans.

Emmeline Pankhurst (1858-1928)
was a British woman who
campaigned for women's rights.
She is most famous for founding
the Suffragette organization
which fought for women to have
the right to vote.

Claudia Jones (1915 — 1964)
was a Trinidad and Tobago-born
journalist and activist. She
helped to establish the Notting
Hill Carnival
